
20     Pray for Mike and Carrie Snavely as they lead

the work of  Mission Imperative.   Ask God to give

them open doors to present their seminars on

creation.   Pray that they will have the funds to do

their DVD projects and documentaries that present

the fallacies of the teachings of evolution.

21  Ask the Lord to help Jared and Cindy Jenkins

as they meet with Hindu students on college

campuses.  Pray that they will have the boldness to

share Christ.  Ask God to give them the right words

to answer the many questions they may be asked.

22  Uphold in prayer Lucien and Maude Saül,

missionaries in Haiti.   They face many difficult

challenges in this impoverished and corrupt  country.

Thank the Lord for their faithfulness despite these

obstacles and opposition.  Pray for their son,

Royden, who is taking over many of their duties.

23    Ask for the Lord’s blessings on Vassilios and

Ilona Constantinidis as he serves as Interim

Reginal CEF Director for the Middle East.  Pray

for him as he organizes the work and recruits and

trains teachers.  Pray for his protection as he is in

countries that may be unfriendly to Christians.

24   The children of the world have come to

Philadelphia.  This city, with the largest child

population in our state, is filled with boys and girls

from many different ethnic and racial backgrounds.

Petition the Lord to reach many of these children

with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

25 Remember in prayer our retired missionaries,

Emma Turner and Beverly Johnson.  Thank the

Lord for their many years of service in the South

Pacific and Venezuela, respectively.

26  In this past ministry year, $16,352.67 was given

to missions in our clubs and camps. Almost all of it

came from children.  Praise God!  Ask the Lord to

help the teachers encourage the boys and girls to give

and to pray more for the missionaries that we support

in our ministry.

27 Pray for the Eastern PA Missions Committee

as it discusses future missions projects and the

financial support of different missionaries.

28 Begin to pray for Rita Lobdell, Mable Ruth

Wray, and Jeff Davis as they travel to teach a week-

long course on “Women in Missions” at Bob Jones

University from March 5-9.  They will also be

giving instruction on “Counseling for Salvation” to

a missions team going to Africa.  Praise the Lord for

these opportunities to equip students.

29 Ask the Lord to raise up new financial donors to

support the ministry of the State Headquarters.

30    Praise the Lord that Josh McDowell, noted

Christian author and defender of the faith, will be the

keynote speaker at our 75  Anniversaryth

Conference in 2013.
