
20     Pray for the State Headquarters staff as they

travel each month to help with Teacher Training

Classes in several counties.  Ask God for fresh

insights in teaching and for safety in travel.

21  Ask the Lord to meet the financial needs of this

ministry.  Pray that the salary support of each staff

member will be met and that the funds for increased

health care costs, utilities, office expenses, and

payroll taxes will be provided.

22  Uphold in prayer the volunteer Good News

Club teachers and helpers throughout our state. Ask

God to bless them for this important effort to

evangelize boys and girls.

23    Pray for the teachers as they teach Beginnings

and Patriarchs and a lesson for Thanksgiving and

Christmas in 2011.  Ask the Lord to help them

clearly present the biblical truths to the children.
